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 The value of imported equipment from June to July remained unchanged at $105m. This figure can be impacted by AUD 

exchange fluctuations as Australian Customs assess import duty/GST based on AUD. The AUD has been a similar range 

in the months of June and July 2009 so we do not see any significant impact from foreign currency exchange. There has 

been virtually no movement in value since May. 

 

 The number of machines has increased from 623 to 903 which equates to a 45% gain in equipment volume however 

indicates a lower average value per unit. Our customers have reported more sales and activity in smaller utility and 

construction equipment and our inquiry levels are in line with this. 

 

 Stability is yet to be regained in numbers of machines imported in specific categories.  Encouraging growth in volumes 

has occurred in the categories which account for the majority of the overall volume such as Excavators and Wheel 

Loaders. 

 

 Road making and paving equipment has achieved a huge gain and is up 476%. Perhaps the Federal Govt road and 

infrastructure spend has started flowing through to industry. 

 

 The largest fall has occurred with Compactors. Not a single compactor was imported in July compared with 23 in June.

Rock & Earth Drilling Machines DOWN 34% 

 

 The Baltic Shipping Index is down about 35% in the past month. This is attributed mainly to China chartering fewer bulk 

carriers for shipment of commodities. This may indicate that China’s demand for imported commodities seems to be 

falling.
