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 Happy new year to our subscribers! The data did not come through in the regular schedule during the Christmas break 

hence we are only able to report November’s statistics now. 

 

 The number of machinery imports has fallen slightly after 5 consecutive months of increases. The total number of 

machines imported in November was 1677 down from 1689 in October, a decrease of 1%.  

 

 While the number of machines decreased slightly the FOB (customs) value of equipment increased from $149m in 

October to $163m in November. Mining equipment and new machinery seems to have figured more strongly driving this 

result. It seems many of our customers are growing inventory gradually again. 

 

 There was a noticeable decrease in Bitumen mixing plants / machines and Road making /Paving & other Public Works, 

which was mostly offset by increases in Graders, Screeners, and Dump Trucks.  

 

 Once again Excavators < 12t represented the category with largest number of units imported and leads for the fourth 

consecutive month at 522 units or 31% of the total imports.

 New finance contracts for construction and earthmoving equipment posted a slight increase to 5m in October reflecting 

that this indicator bottomed in September at 3m. Securing finance remains the number one barrier our customers report 

to closing deals.
